Please note that courses have minimum attendance levels and may be cancelled if too
few bookings are received. We reserve the right to amend or cancel courses. If we cancel
a course, we shall give you at least one week's notice and you will have the option of
transferring to another course or of having a full refund of the fees.

If you wish to cancel your place on a course, your request should be made via email to
salc-cpd@manchester.ac.uk.

If your written request is received two weeks or more before the course start-date, you will
receive a full refund of your fees, minus an £80 charge. If your written request is received
less than two weeks before the start-date, 100% of the course fees will be retained.
